After spending nearly 10 years working in marketing in the music and
entertainment industry in New Y ork, Paluszek moved to the Tampa Bay area
in 1999, and founded Kryzia Kreations. She creates unique jewelry designs
that not only entice the wearer to really look at the design and investigate the
detailed work involved, but aso to handle it and discover its texture,
personality and whimsical beauty. Each piece is hand-fabricated mainly
from sterling silver, using the traditional metalsmith techniques of cutting,
soldering, texturing, reticulation, and engraving. Occasionadly, she employs
the use of various patinas to bring out the depth and details in some of the
designs. Once the main design is in place, it is then embellished with a
combination of various semi-precious gemstones, freshwater pearls, found
objects, and sometimes 14kt gold-fill, or 23kt gold accents.

Designing jewelry has become Paluszek’s life®passion. Sheis
constantly drawing inspiration from the world around her, whether it is from
nature, architecture, fashion or music. And since sheisone who enjoys a
challenge, she continues to seek out new mediums and techniques in which
to enhance her designs. To her, the greatest compliment is when someone
Incorporates one of her jewelry designs into their own unique style. To know
that the piece is being worn, and that it puts a smile on someone®face
whenever they wear it, makes her truly happy.
